The Construction of Base Transceiver Stations at Priority Tourist Destinations and
Remote Areas, Funded by the Universal Service Obligation Fund

In an effort to expedite the construction of base transceiver stations at priority tourist destinations
and remote areas and to expand the coverage and strengthen the quality of telecoms services,
the Management Committee of the Universal Service Obligation Fund (the Management Committee)

wishes to instruct all telecoms operators the following:

1. The installation of the passive infrastructure of the BTS at priority tourist destinations

and remote areas must be financed under the 40 percent allocation of the USO Fund;
the passive infrastructure must be made available for sharing for at least three mobile
network operators.

Mobile network operators wishing to install the active infrastructure of the BTS may
request financing under the 50 percent allocation of the USO Fund.

. The active infrastructure to be installed at new BTS must follow the technical

standards and comply with type approval conformity.

. The Management Committee will select the qualified telecoms tower operator to build
and maintain the passive infrastructure of the BTS.

. Mobile network operators in charge of installing the active infrastructure of the new
BTS are responsible for the daily operations in service provision. To reduce the
operating costs, the Management Committee will help cover the rental expense, with
the MNOs having to pay only $100 per month for using and maintaining the passive
infrastructure of the BTS. When the BTS has an average of 500 subscribers per
month, the rental and maintenance fees of the passive infrastructure of the BTS will
be leased at the effective market rates.

In this regard, please all telecoms operators implement responsibly.
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
